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 Last weekend at the 10:30 Mass there was a special presentation of Chalices to the 
 widows of two KC members who passed away this year, and parishioners were 
 wondering what the KC 4th Degree is about. So we asked the Knights of Columbus. 

 
Many of our parishioners have asked about the Knights of Columbus Fourth Degree Color Corps, which has 
participated in many events at OLL, such as our November Knights of Columbus Memorial masses, funerals, 
and Memorial Day masses at the OLL cemetery. The distinctive attire of tuxedo, feathered hat (chapeau), cape 
and sword easily recognizes the Fourth Degree Color Corps. 
 
The Chalice is given so the widow may present it to a newly ordained priest in remembrance of their loved 
one for future Mass and remembrance at the altar.  The color of the capes also has significance, red ~ 
standard, purple ~ guard lead and white ~ Faithful Navigator (Grand Knight). If the chapeau has a matching 
color, that person holds a state level position and a white feather is for local assembly. 
 
The primary purpose of the Knights of Columbus Fourth Degree membership is to foster the spirit of 
patriotism in members and the community at large and to encourage active Catholic citizenship. Members of 
the Fourth Degree are also active members of Council 6005 of Our Lady of the Lake in Mound.  
 
Fourth Degree members are encouraged to become part of our assembly's color corps, and thus display our 
support of our Catholic faith and the Catholic Church. Color Corps members regularly take part in civic 
events such as parades dedications of Catholic schools and churches, welcoming new parish priests and 
especially attending events in which a bishop officiates. All Fourth Degree members and their ladies also 
participate in social events such as officer's installation, Christmas party, and Sweetheart's appreciation night 
(a dinner and entertainment event) along with our KC Widows Dinner. Our main event of the year is the 
Exemplification into the Fourth Degree for new members, a formal event that all Sir Knights and Ladies 
anticipate every year. Next year the Exemplification is being held in Duluth. 
 
All Third Degree Knights of Columbus, after one year of membership, are eligible to join the Fourth Degree.
